Economics
Music Video Project

Purpose:  To demonstrate through song and dance what you have learned during your semester in Economics.  The genre is up to you!  Rap?  Pop?  Country?  It’s up to you.

Project Requirements:
· This project must be done in groups (no larger than six) outside of class.
· You must record your performance to be accessed and shown in class (online or get me a file).
· I will start showing the videos during first hour on the day that it is due, so by that morning, please email me the link to the video.  Be sure to include the names of all participants and their hour in the email so that everyone gets credit.  If you are giving me a file on a flashdrive, get it to me by the start of the day.  
· You may work with students in other sections of economics (regular econ with regular econ, AP with AP).
· Your video must be at least the length of a typical pop tune and a minimum of a couple of minutes long.
· All group participants must make a substantive appearance in the video to receive credit.  You can't just show your face once or twice to receive points.  
· Each music video must be subtitled, and be school appropriate.
Due Date:  Monday, June 3rd.  
This project will be for extra credit Exam points. Your grade will be based on the following:

· Your use of economics vocabulary and concepts.  Use the concepts and vocabulary of the class (Note - This is the biggest reason that students lose points.  They make great videos, but they are often only very minimally about economics.  Show us what you have learned).  
· Production value.  Give me a professional looking video.  

· The entertainment value.  Wow me.  Show me your dance moves.  Make the videos impressive, cool, exciting, funny, all of the above!  
A maximum of 12 exam points can be earned on this project, but that is the MAXIMUM.
